Our special guest artist for April demo will be Susan
Diehl. Please welcome her and be sure to give your
attention to her for an exciting evening. Below are some
interesting facts about Susan's career.

Susan Diehl is a Southwest artist living and working in
the Phoenix area. Susan went to school for fine art at the
University of Wisconsin, Madison where she says she
leaned pretty much nothing. It wasn't until her
serendipitous meeting with Ron Lucas, (student of
Sergei Bongart) where her real studies began. She soon
met William F Reese who would also become one of her
friends and mentors. Susan has been teaching at the
Scottsdale Artists School for about 16 years. She teaches
three workshops, one on Color, one on Design and one on
putting radiant light into your paintings (coming April 11-
15). She says her favorite class to teach is the design
"boot camp" because after you learn the principles of how
we see design it takes the rest of your life to perfect it
(which of course is not attainable). She says teaching
design gives her the opportunity and practice in the seeing
of design by looking at what the other artists create.

Susan will cover a little sliver of her design philosophy
at our meeting to "wet your whistle". Her favorite saying is
that "every good realistic painting HAS to be an abstract
painting first". Susan will "deconstruct several famous
realistic paintings into pure abstraction before your very
eyes and then project a few for you to try! The final task
will be a design you create from a photograph! Please
bring a sketch book, pencil eraser, small ruler, black
sharpie (fine and very fine) and a middle grey marker
(don't spend a lot, you can use a kids Crayola marker or
any grey marker you have!)

Susan shows at several galleries around the West /
North West including "Sanders Gallery, Tucson, Cole
Gallery, Edmonds WA, Acosta Strong Gallery in Santa Fe.
NM. She has won several awards in shows and has been
invited to several invitational plein air shows. Susan also
has had a one woman museum show at the Charles Ellis
Museum of Fine Art where 75 of her pieces were on
display for 2 months.
